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Current Research in Cancer PRevention
In Germany, each year about 480.000 people are diag-
nosed with cancer, and 230.000 people die of cancer. 
According to estimates, more than half of this cancer 
burden could be prevented by systematic efforts to re-
duce lifestyle and environmental risk factors, by estab-
lishing vaccination and immunoprevention strategies, 
and by expanding early detection and screening ap-
proaches. At this workshop, invited researchers based 
at or affiliated with the DKFZ will introduce their work 
and current projects in the field of cancer prevention. 
Thus, the workshop will provide a broad overview over 
the diverse activities in cancer prevention research 
within the different DKFZ research programs. Beyond 
that, the workshop is meant to be a networking plat-
form for researchers to identify ties and common inter-
ests and to initiate collaborations in cancer prevention 
research across the different research programs.
