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Prof. Dr. Connie Eaves (BA & MSc, Queens University, Canada; 
PhD University of Manchester, UK) was a co-founder of the 
Terry Fox Laboratory in 1981, and has served both as its Deputy 
Director and Director. She has received numerous scholarships 
and awards, including election as a Fellow of the Royal Society 
of Canada, receipt of the NCI (Canada) Robert L. Noble Prize for 
Excellence in Cancer Research, the American Society of Hema-
tology Henry Stratton Medal for Lifetime Achievement and the 
2013 Rowley Prize of the International CML Foundation. During 
her PhD, she discovered that two cell populations contribute to 
the generation of antibody responses, heralding the subsequent 
recognition of B and T cells. She has since contributed seminal 
advances to our understanding of normal and leukemic blood 
stem and progenitor cells.
